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HW 42: Third Podcast

for A Blog of One’s Own: Women and Authorship in the Digital Revolution

The purpose of this assignment is to help you reflect on and consolidate your reading of Baghdad Burning and to further familiarize you with podcasting. 

· Do the assigned reading, the Apr-Sept Introduction and April 26-September 15, 2004 in Baghdad Burning (Riverbend 258-286). 

· This assignment will ask you to:

· Choose a particular passage from this final reading that made the biggest impression on you. Say what page it is on, what it says, and why you found it memorable, powerful, or noteworthy

· Now consider the students that will read this book next semester when they take this class. Explain one or two main things they can expect to learn or understand from reading this book

Make your podcast lively and interesting. You can speak somewhat informally, as long as it is within the bounds of what is appropriate classroom/public discussion.

SCRIPT OUTLINE. These are the general things you should cover in your podcast. Remember to phrase everything so someone who doesn’t know the assignment or even what the class is about can understand what you’re talking about.

1. IDENTIFY YOURSELVES. (E.g. “This is Larry, Moe, and Curly, and we’re the Sigma Pod.”) 

2. IDENTIFY THE CONTEXT. Why and where are you creating this podcast? (E.g. “We’re students in a Thinking and Writing Course at Keene State College called A Blog of One’s Own, and this is our third and final podcast for the class.”)

3. IDENTIFY THE ASSIGNMENT AND THE TEXT. (“This is HW assignment 42, and we’re going to be talking about the book Baghdad Burning .”)

4. SAY WHAT PARTICULAR PASSAGE FROM PAGES 258-286 MADE THE BIGGEST IMPRESSION ON YOU AND GIVE THE PAGE NUMBER, WHAT THE PASSAGE SAYS, AND WHY YOU FOUND IT STRIKING. (E.g. “This is Curly. The part of this reading that had the biggest effect on me was about the pictures of Abu Graib prison. Riverbend writes on page 259 that seeing the way the prisoners were treated “was like being slapped in the face with an ice cold hand.”  When the photos came out I was embarassed to be an American, and reading about it again made me realize that no one hardly ever talks about the scandal anymore. I feel like, who cares how much we’re spending or how many tanks we can afford to leave behind?  That’s all we talk about now when we talk about Iraq. I think we should be talking about how to begin making reparations.”

 5. SAY WHAT YOU THINK STUDENTS NEXT SEMESTER CAN EXPECT TO LEARN OR UNDERSTAND FROM READING THE BOOK. (E.g.: “Larry here.  By reading this book I think students can expect to really understand that the Middle East is not a different planet and that Iraqis and Americans have a lot in common...we all want our families safe, for our laundry to get done without too much hassle, and to be able to vote for our political leaders in fair and open elections.”)

6. CLOSE. (“Thanks for listening, everyone. Sigma Pod says peace out and good luck on finals.”)

7. Don’t forget to post a working link to your podcast on your blog.

HW 38, 39, 40, and 41

for A Blog of One’s Own: Women and Authorship in the Digital Revolution

If you’ve been completing all the assignments, you’ve probably already done these.

· HW 38 is just to have your second podcast (HW 37) done by class time on 11/29.

· HW 39 is to bring a draft of your semester-long project to class to use in peer review on 11/29.

· HW 40 is post a link to your second podcast (HW 37) on your blog by 12/4. 

· HW 41 is to hand in the final instructor draft of your semester-long project in print (see portfolio checklist) and on Blackboard by 12/6. 

How To Podcast

You can use Audacity or Gabcast. Both are free. Review the tutorials we watched in class. You can get links to them on the class blog (http://itw101.blogspot.com.)

Audacity

1. Use a computer in the ESEC computer lab (Rhodes 163), OR

Download Audacity and the LAME encoder from http://audacity.sourceforge.net and install them on your computer.

2. Start Audacity
3. Hit the red round Record button
4. Start talking.

5. When you’re done talking, hit the yellow square Stop button.

6. Save your file (File(Save)

7. Export your file. (File—>Export as MP3(Fill in required info(Save. The first time you do this you may have to locate the LAME.dll encoder. If you don’t have it download it from http://audacity.sourceforge.net.

8. Upload your file. (Go to the Internet Archive at http://internetarchive.org. Register for a free account adn log in. Click the Upload button. Select and submit your Audacity file.)

9. Link to your file. Create a post on your blog with a working link to your podcast. Give it a descriptive title that includes HW 42.

Gabcast

1. Either create a Gabcast account of your own, or just use the class Gabcast channel.

2. Record your podcast:
a. Call 1-800-749-0632.

b. Enter the channel number (your own or 8538), then press pound (#).

c. Enter the password (your own or 101), then press pound (#).

d. Press 1 to record, and start talking.

e. Press # to stop recording.

4. Press 1 to listen, or 2 to publish.

3. Publish your podcast. 

a. If you’re using the class Gabcast channel, the podcast will appear automatically on the ITW101 blog and all you have to do is find it, copy the link to it, and make a post on your blog.

b. If you use your own Gabcast account, go to Gabcast(My Channels(Manage Episodes. Find your episode (under Published Epsodes or Unpublished Episodes), and click on the Player HTML magic wand to get code to copy. Copy the text from the pop-up box.

c. Link to your file. Create a post on your blog with a working link to your podcast. Give it a descriptive title that includes HW 42.
