HW 11: Applying Graff, Chapter 6 to “Making Global Voices Heard”
for A Blog of One’s Own: Women and Authorship in the Digital Revolution

The purpose of this assignment is to to further develop your ability to respond critically to a variety of texts, and to invite you to look at the how the medium of blogging can be a forum for global issues
First read the assigned readings for this week, which include:

· “Skeptics May Object”: Planting a Nay Sayer in Your Text” (Graff 74-87)

· “Making Global Voices Heard: An Interview with Rebecca MacKinnon” (Kline and Burstein 325-333)

Next, find one of the blogs mentioned in by Rebecca MacKinnon and read the recent posts on it.  Write a post of 150-400 words on your reading response blog in which you: 

· Name and describe the blog you chose to view. What does it look like? Who blogs on it? What is the style of writing? What kind of topics are the blog posts about?
· Compare the blog itself to MacKinnon’s statements about it, and say whether you think that the blog as it now exists still corresponds to to MacKinnon’s view of it.  Explain why you think it does or does not correspond to your understanding of what your reading of “Making Global Voices Heard” led you to expect of the blog.

· Finally, anticipate a skeptical reader or your position. What might someone who disagrees with you say? Present that conflicting view and address it in your blog post, in the manner described in Chapter 6 of Graff.
If you use a template from the book, put it in a different color text if you can. (If you are using the Safari web browser and the font color button isn’t available, try clicking on the HTML tab and typing the command <em> before the text to be marked and </em> after.)
